The federal funds are aimed to increase treatment and reduce unmet need related to opioid
use disorder. The Michigan Opioid STR project will focus on 10 purposes that includes, improving state infrastructure for persons with opioid use disorder, training, evidence-
based prevention and treatment, access to psychiatric services and psychotropic medications, access to medication assisted treatments, engagement with primary care and law
enforcement, supports for prisoner re-entry, use of peers in emergency departments and primary care settings, overdose education and naloxone distribution, and a statewide
media campaign. The Executive indicates that this transfer is needed by July 1, 2017.
