BACKGROUND AND SUMMARY OF PROPOSED RULES 
 
Rule Set 2020-68 LR would make two amendments and several additions to rules pertaining to the 
barbering profession. Specifically, the rule set would add definitions, add a rule for licensure by 
endorsement, add a rule for relicensure, add a rule for determining if instruction at a licensed 
cosmetology school is substantially similar to instruction at a barbering program, and revise rules for 
clarity.
