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The House Committee on Corrections and Judiciary was called to order by Chair Slagh.

She discussed funding for the department and
how it has changed historically; highlights of the FY 2025 budget; budget funding sources; major
spending areas; department employees; offender population supervised by the department; costs
of prisoner custody, care, and programming; health care for prisoners and the aging prison
population; field operations; and offender success programs and services. Discussion ensued

Chair Slagh requested that Robin Risko give an overview of the Judiciary budget. She discussed
funding for the Judicial branch and how it has changed historically; highlights of the FY 2025
budget; budget funding sources; major spending areas; courts in Michigan; judicial salaries; grant
programs, including problem-solving courts; the State Appellate Defender Office; and the Judicial
Tenure Commission. Discussion ensued (questions and answers).
