• PA 560 of 2016 created the Michigan 
Veterans Facilities Authority (MVFA). 

• MVFA tasked with providing 
governance oversight of the new 
building operations. 

New Construction

• Fall 2016: State legislature provided 
funding (state match) for construction 
of two new veterans homes.

• Spring 2019: Construction scheduled 
to begin in both Grand Rapids and 
Chesterfield Township (Macomb 
County).

• Spring 2021: Construction completion.

• Fall 2021: CMS and VA certification 
process complete, open for 
occupancy.

• Total funding for both projects is
